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Homeward Bound's A HOPE Day Center re-structures to better serve clients' needs:

Beginning Monday, March 1, the A HOPE Day Center will begin expanded partnerships with
several agencies in the Asheville community to better serve the needs of the approximately 1,000
homeless men and women who come through the Day Center each month.

A HOPE will continue to be open from 7:00 a.m. - noon, every day of the year.   Clients have the
opportunity to take showers, check for mail, use phones, enjoy a hot cup of coffee and talk with
our Crisis Counselors/Case Managers every morning of the week.  In the afternoons, educational
opportunities and programs will be offered through agencies such as the Western North Carolina
AIDS Project, Homeward Bound's own Substance Abuse Counselor, Our Voice, the Veterans
Administration, Project Access II Care and many others.  A registered nurse will staff clinical
hours one afternoon a week, a clothes closet will be offered twice a month and  A HOPE will host
job fairs on behalf of local employers.
